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Board of Education Meeting 

 

 Linda Matkowski, Managing Director/Senior Vice President of PMA and David Phillips, 

Senior Vice President of Speer Financial, presented models for financing the $75 million 

bond referendum using a single issuance, multiple issuance and multiple issuance (Bank 

Qualified) bonds.  Board Members’ consensus was to hold the total tax rate flat with 

no impact on the taxpayers. 

 The Board of Education rescinded the resolution of condemnation against Mooseheart.  

It appears that the condemnation of the Mooseheart property will not be needed in the 

negotiation process. 

 Board Members approved a resolution reaffirming its commitment to cooperation 

with the Batavia Park District to develop community facilities on land purchased near 

Batavia High School. 

 The Batavia Board of Education reviewed the financial implication from the April 1, 

2003 educational fund tax rate increase referendum and approved a settlement with 

Franczek Sullivan.  At the time, estimates were made regarding the potential loss to the 

community.  However, the healthy financial growth in the Fox Valley limited the impact 

of the error made by Franczek Sullivan P.C.  The Board of Education and administration 

in cooperation with financial advisors have determined the actual lose to be:
